For each student who 
participated in this fundraiser, the profits they earned were distributed into 
their individual student account.

Music Booster Student Accounts 
When a student participates in the fall fruit sale and spring coffee cake sale, 
a percentage of the profits each student earns accumulates in an individual 
student account and is paid out prior to a music-related trip.  Profits are 
typically shared between the general Music Booster and individual student 
accounts. The money raised by each student is recorded in his or her 
accounts for future music related trips.  Money remaining in each individual 
student account at the end of senior year will be paid by check to each 
student.  For our 2010 coffee cake sale, 100% of the profits were paid into 
student accounts.
